Lead Usher (denoted by an * after name)

Takes boutonnieres out of refrigerator in the Davis Room, coordinates attendance count, and assigns usher duties for service.  When counting the choir please include members of the choir and the musicians remaining in the choir loft during the processional.  For the 11:15 services, select two persons to carry the bread and wine, notify the Verger when the visitor book is not out and make sure the children activity bags are out (if available).

Assistance/Directions

At least one usher should remain in the rear of the church to distribute bulletins to latecomers, update the attendance count and be available to respond to questions (e.g., where are the restrooms, where are the water fountains, where is the best place to park, where is the nursery, etc.).

Bulletins

Make sure you are handing out the correct bulletins.  The bulletin will indicate which service it is for.  

Visitors

Greet visitors as they enter and encourage them to sign the visitor book.  After they sign the visitor book, give them copies of the 2 brochures about the church - self-guided tour and who we are (when available).  Extend an invitation to the visitor to join us for communion.  Communion is open to all baptized Christians.  For those not wanting to receive communion, welcome them to go to the altar for a blessing.  Don’t forget to invite them to join us for refreshments after the service (if available).  

Wheelchair Seating

Special seating is provided in the front sections for persons using mobility devices.  Inform the person that designated seating areas are available should they desire to utilize them.  If they choose to use the designated seating area, politely ask anyone sitting in the adjacent seat(s) to move down to make seating available for the persons accompanying the mobility device user.

Attendance Slips

Don’t forget, the attendance slip goes up with the bread and wine.  Please add latecomers arriving up to the time of the Peace to the attendance count.  The bread and wine is taken up at the same time the ushers proceed to the front to receive the offering plates immediately after the peace and announcements.

Communion Assistance

If someone appears unable to go to the altar for communion, ask him or her if they would like the clergy to bring communion to them.  If they do, please notify a clergy person or the verger to have communion brought to them.

Service Disruptions
