WE ARE AN URBAN PARISH

Christ Church Cathedral has been the
home of many efforts over the years to live
Christs teaching that as we feed the hungry and
clothe the naked, it is Christ who is being fed and
clothed. City Angels, a nonprofit organization,
raises funds for outreach programs, three of which
are Cathedral-based. Club Cathedral is a weekday
morning program offering a light breakfast to our
disadvantaged downtown neighbors, as well as
social service referrals. Our Saturday Breakfast
Program provides a nourishing breakfast to all
who come. And when children’s laughter rings
through our building on weekday afternoons, you
are hearing participants on their way to Girls Inc.,
which offers after-school care and a variety of
educational and recreational programs for girls
ages 8 to 12.

The Cathedral is also home to Art &
Soul Café, a new faith community for those who
want to experience the spiritual through art, music,
poetry, movement, reflection, and conversation. In
partnership with the Episcopal Diocese of Missouri
and the Missouri Botanical Garden, we host the
annual Flower Festival in the spring. During the
festival, our worship space is transformed by a
profusion of beautiful flowers representing
nature’s bounty and promise. Over the years we
have welcomed The Rev. Martin Luther King, Jr.;
Archbishop Desmond Tutu; and many others who
embody the spirit of love, compassion, and

social justice.
